
Junior Volunteer Scholarship Requirements 

 

The West Virginia Hospital Association and the Auxiliary of the West Virginia Hospital Association jointly 
award scholarships. The total amount awarded each year may vary. Scholarships are available to the 
junior volunteers at WVHA member hospitals who also have membership in the AWVHA. Applications 
are available through the Director of Volunteer Services at a WVHA member hospital OR the WVHA 
website, www.WVHA.org. 

Eligibility Requirements 

1. Candidate must be a junior volunteer at a WVHA and AWVHA member hospital. 

2. Candidate must be a high school senior at the time of application. 

3. Candidate must have accumulated a minimum of 75 hours of service. 

4. Candidate must have a minimum GPA of 3.0. 

5. Candidate must be pursuing a career in a health field of an accredited institution. 

6. Candidate must have letters of recommendation from his/her DVS or Jr. Volunteer Coordinator, 
a teacher AND his/her guidance counselor. 

7. Candidate must submit a 400-500 word essay entitled, “How My Junior Volunteering 
Experiences Influenced My Decision to Enter the Health Field.” 

8. Application, letters of recommendation, high school transcript and essay are due no later than 
March 15 of the calendar year of submitting application.
